We have outlined below some  
answers in our FAQs.

We will be following all HSE health and safety guidelines in or-
der to keep our guests and staff safe and comfortable, and also 

we'll have new menus with the best seasonal ingredients for 
you to try, and of course, a warm welcome for everyone!

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Q: What Health & Safety measures are  

Suesey Street taking?

A: Tables and chairs will be sanitised between sittings. Single use 
menus will be used. Sanitation Stations are provided throughout the 
restaurant, please use accordingly. We kindly ask customers to refrain 
from gathering in the restaurant aside for their pre-assigned table. 
Your host will seat you on arrival. We kindly ask customers to limit 
movement in the restaurant unless entering, exiting or using the re-
strooms. We have implemented a two customer per restroom policy, 
please follow in the instructional signage provided. Waiting staff will 
be wearing protective face shields. In our kitchen the team will work-
from designated stations to ensure distancing is observed.

Q: What is the capacity of guests per evening?

A: We will be seating 70 guests per night in the restaurant. This is to 
ensure that we are holding a safe distance between tables and people 
dining in Suesey Street comfortably.

Q: What is the maximum number per table?

A: We are currently limiting group sizes to 6 guests per table. This 
should allow for comfortable dining within Suesey Street restaurant 
and not having any concern for huge gatherings around you. The room 
will be kept well ventilated.

Q: Will I have to wait a long time to book a table?

A: To minimise queues we ask customers to make a reservation ahead of 
arriving to the restaurant. We have spaced out the flow of our reservation 
times to minimise any potential queues. 

Q: Will there be a restriction on what’s is offered on the 

menu?

A: We have made some minor alterations to our menus to ensure physical 
distancing can be observed in our kitchen. Our updated menus will always 
be available on our website.

Q: Is there a maximum time my group and I can 

spend dining at our table?

A: We would ask our guests to spend a maximum of  
105 minutes per party

Q: Will the restaurant bar be open and available to enjoy 

a drink at?

A: The Suesey Street bar will not be available to enjoy until further notice. 
A full bar service will be available to enjoy from your pre-assigned table in 
the restaurant.
